Control Posts and the Poultry Health Scheme for work carried out to allow
operators to trade domestically and/or internationally.

3. At its meeting on 31 May 2023 the Rural Affairs and Islands Committee
agreed to recommend that the regulations be approved. The Committee report
was published on 13 June 2023.
