acknowledged as the world’s worst industrial disaster, killing 22,000 people and leaving over
100,000 disabled; further understands that the disaster was caused by a Methyl Isocyanate gas
leak incident on the night of 2 to 3 December 1984, at the Union Carbide India Limited (now the
Dow Chemical Company) pesticide plant in Bhopal, Madhya Pradesh, India; supports the
demands of the International Campaign for Justice in Bhopal, which include compensation for
injury and ill health for survivors and children born since, calls for those responsible for the
disaster to be held to account through criminal justice proceedings, improved medical research

The
member secures the right to introduce a Bill to give effect to the proposal if the final proposal secures,
within one month, the support of at least 18 other members from at least half the political parties or
groups represented in the Parliamentary Bureau, and provided no statement is made that the
Scottish Government is planning equivalent legislation.
